The Ministry of Development and Competitiveness,
hereinafter referred to as the "National Focal Point",
representing the Hellenic Republic,
hereinafter referred to as the "Beneficiary State"

together hersinafter referred to as the "Parties”

for the financing of the Programme "Capacity building of national asylum and migration management

systems"

hereinafter referred to as the "Programme"
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Chapter 1
Scope, Legal Framework, and
Definitions

Article 1.1
Scope

This programme agreement between the Financial
Mechanism Committee (hereinafterreferred to as the
FMC) and the National Focal Point lays down the rights
and obligationsof the Parties regarding the
implementation of the Programme and the financial
contributionfrom the EEA Financial Mechanism 2009-
2014 to the Programme.

Article 1.2
Legal Framework

1. This programme agreement shall be read in conjunction
with the following documents which, together with this
programme agreement, constitute the legal framework of
the EEA Financial Mechanism 2009-2014:

a. Protocol 38b to the EEA Agreement on the EEA Financial
Mechanism 2009-2014;

b.the Regulation on the implementation of the EEA
Financial Mechanism 2009-2014 (hereinafterreferred to
as the "Regulation") issued by the Donor States in
accordance with Article 8(8) of Protocol 38b;

c.the Memorandum of Understanding on the
Implementation of the EEA Financial Mechanism2009-
2014 (hereinafier referred to as the "MoU"), entered into
between the Donor States and the Beneficiary State; and

d. any guidelines adopted by the FMC in accordance with
the Regulation

2. In case of an inconsistency between this programme
agreement and the Regulation, the Regulation shall prevail.

3. The legal framework is binding for the Parties. An act or
omission by a Party to this programme agreement that is
incompatible with the legal framewaork constitutesa
breach of this programme agreement by that Party.

Article 1.3
Definitions

Terms used and institutions and documents referred to in
this programme agreementshall be understood in
accordance with the Regulation, in particular Article 1.5
thereof, and the legal framework referred to in Article 1.2
of this programme agreement,
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Article 1.4 ’
Annexes and hierarchy of documents

1. The programme decision, including the financial plan
{Annex f), and the operationalrules (Annex 11} form an
integral part of this programme agreemeant. Any reference
to this programme agreement includes a reference to its
annexes unless otherwise stated or clear from the context,

2. The provisions of the annexes shall be interpretad in a
manner consistent with this programme agreement.
Should the meaning of any provision of the said annexes,
so interpreted, remain inconsistent with this programme
agreament, the provisions of the former shall prevail,
provided that these provisions are compatible with the
Regulation.

3. Commitments, statements and guarantees, explicit as
well as implicit, made in theprogramme proposal are
binding for the National Focal Point and the Programme
Operatorunless otherwise explicitly stipulated in the
annexes to this programme agreement.

Chapter 2
The Programme

Article 2,1
Co-operation

1. The Parties shall take all appropriate and necessary
measures to ensure fulfilment of the obligations and
abjectives arising out of this programme agreement.

2. The Parties agree to provide all information necessary
for the good functioning of this programme agreement
and to apply the highest degree of transparency,
accountability and cost efficiency as well as the principles
of good governance, sustainable development, gender
equality and equal opportunities.

3. The Parties shall promptly inform each other of any
circumstances that interfere or threaten to interfere with
the successful implementation of the Programme.

4.1n executing this programme agreement the Parties
declare to counteract corruptpractices. Further, they
declare not to accept, either directly or indirectly, any kind
of offer, gift, payments or benefits which would or could
be construed as illegal or corrupt practice. The Parties shall
immediately inform each other of any indication of
corruption or misuse of resources related to this
programme agreement.
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Article 2.2
Main responsibilities of the Parties

1. The National Focal Point is responsible and accountable
for the overall managementof the EEA Financial
Mechanism 2009-2014 in the Beneficiary State and for the
fulland correct implementation of this programme
agreement, In particular, the NationalFocal Point
undertakes to:

a. comply with its obligations stipulated in the Regulation
and this programme agreement;

b. ensure that the Certifying Authority, the Audit
Authority, the Monitoring Committeeand the Programme
Cperator properly perform the tasks assigned to them in
the Regulation, this programme agreement and the
programme implementation agreement;

¢. take all necessary steps to ensure that the Programme
QOperator is fully committed and ahle to implement and
manage the Programme;

d. take the necessary measures to remedy irregularities in
the implementation of the Programme and ensure that the
Programme Operator takes appropriate measures to
remedy irregularities in Projects within the Programme,
including measures to recover misspent funds;

e. make all the necessary and appropriate arrangements in
order to strengthen or change the way the Programme is
managed.

2. The FMC shall, subject to the rules stipulated in the legal
framework referred toin Articte 1.2 of this programme
agreement, make available to the Beneficiary State a
financial contribution (hereinafter referred to as "the
programme grant") to be used exclusively to finance the
eligible cost of the Programme.

Article 2.3
Objective and outcomes of the Programme

1.The programme decision sets out the objective,
outcome(s), outputs, indicators andtargets for the
Programme.

2.The National Focal Point shall ensure that the
Programme Operator implements andcompletes the
Programme in accordance with the objective, outcome(s),
outputs, indicators and targets set for the Programme,

Article 2.4
Programme grant

1. The maximum amount of the programme grant, the
programme grant rate, and the estimated eligible cost of
the Programme shall be as specified in the programme
decision.
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2.In case the Programme is also supported by the
Norwegian  Financial  Mechanism, thisprogramme
agreement shall be interpreted in conjunction with the
agreement regulating that support.

3. The financial plan shall:

a. contain a breakdown between the Programme's budget
headings using the description put forward in the template
for the programme proposal;

b. indicate the agreed advance payment, if any.

4, The management cost of the Programme Qperator shall
not exceed the amount specified in the programme
decision.

Article 2.5
Special conditions and programme specific rules

1. The programme decision shall list any conditions set by
the FMC with reference to paragraph 3 of Article 5.3 of the
Regulation. The National Focal Point shall ensure
compliance with these conditions and, in a timely manner,
take the necessary steps to ensure their fulfilment.

2. The National Focal Point shall ensure compliance with
any other programme specificrules laid down in the
operational rules.

Article 2.6
Programme implementation agreement

1. With reference to Article 5.8 of the Regulation and
without prejudice to paragraph 2 thereof, the National
Focal Point shall, before any payment is made to the
Programme,sign a programme implementation
agreement with the Programme Operator. The National
Focal Point shall notify the FMC of such signing.

2. The signed programme implementation agreement shall
be identical to the draft programmeimplementation
agreement confirmed by the FMC in accordance with
paragraph 5 of Article 5.8 of the Regulation with regard to
the content required according to paragraph 3 thereof,
The National Focal Point shall inform the FMC of any
deviation from that confirmed draft which may be subject
to a new confirmation according to paragraph 5 of Article
5.8 of the Regulation prior to any payment to the
Programme.

Article 2.7
Reporting

The National Focal Point shall ensure that the Programme.
Operator provides financial reports, annual programme
reports and a final programme report in accordance with
Chapter 8 and Articles 5.1 1 and 5.12 of the Regulation as
well as statisticalreporting in accordance with the
Programme Operator's Manual (Annex 9 to the
Regulation).
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Article 2.8
External monitoring

The external monitoring and audit referred to in Articles
10.1, 10.2, 10.3 and 10.4 of the Regulation shall not in any
way relleve the National Focal Point or the Programme
Operator of its obligations under the programme
agreement regarding monitoring of the Programme
and/or its projects, financial control and audit.

Article 2.9
Modification of the Programme

1. Unless otherwise explicitly stipulated in this programme
agreement, any modification of the Programme is subject
to prior approval by the FMC.

2. Modifications that do not affect the objective,
outcomes, outputs, indicators ortargets of the
Programme are permitted without FMC's prior approval
provided that they are limited to the following:

a. cumulative transfers between budget headings related
to outcomes of an amount less than 10 % of total eligible
expenditure of the Programme or € 1,000,000, whichever
is higher, and

b.changes of internal practices of the Programme
Operator that are not stipulatedin the programme
agreament.

3. Programme specific exceptions from paragraphs 1 and
2, if any, are set in the operational rules.

4., Expenditures incurred in breach of this article are not
eligible.

5. Should there be a doubt as to whether the proposed
madifications require approval by the FMC, the National
Focal Point shall consult the FMC before such
madifications take effect.

6. Requests for modifications shall be submitted and
assessed in accordance with Article 5.9 of the Regulation.

Article 2.10
Communication

1. All communication to the FMC regarding this
programme agreement shall take place in English and be
directed to the Financial Mechanism Office (hereinafter
referredto as the FMO), which represents the FMC
towards the National Focal Point and theProgramme
Operator in relation to the implementation of the
Programme,
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2. To the extent that original documents are not available
in the English language, the documents shall be
accompanied by full and accurate translations into English.

3. The Nationat Focal Point shall bear the responsibility for
the accuracy of the translationthat it provides and the
possible consequences that might arise from any
inaccurate transiations. '

4. The FMC shall ensure that the National Focal Point is
informed about communication between the FMC and the
Programme Operator that is relevant for the
responsibilities of the National Focal Point under this
programme agreement.

Article 2.11

2. The National Focal Point represents and warrants that
the information provided by, through, or on behalf of the
Naticnal Focal Point in the programme proposal, in
connection with the programme proposal, the
implementation or conclusion of this programme
agreement are authentic, accurate and complete.
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Chapter 3
Projects

Article 3.1
Selection of projects

1. The National Focal Point shall ensure that the
Programme Operator selects projectsin accordance with
Chapter 6 of the Regulation and the operational rules,

2. Eligibility of applicants is stipulated in Article . 2 of the
Regulation and, inaccordance with paragraph 3 thereof,
subject only to the limitations stipulatedin the operational
rules.

3. Pre-defined projects shall be outlined in the aperational
rules.

4, The National Focal Point shall take proactive steps to

Article 3.2
Project contract

1. For each approved project a project contract shall be
concluded between the Programme Operator and the
Project Pramoter.

2.In cases where a project contract cannot, due to
provisions in the national legislation, be made between the
Programme Operator and the Project Promoter, the
Beneficiary State may instead issue a legisiative or
administrative act of simjlar effect and content,

3. The content and form or the project contract shall
comply with Article 6.7 of the Regulation.

4. The National Focal Point shall ensure that the
obligations of the Project Promoterunder the project
contract are valid and enforceable under the applicakle
law of the Baneficiary State.

Article 3.3
Project partners and partnership agreaments

1. A project may be implemented in a parthership between
the Project Promoter and projectpartners as defined in
paragraph 1{w) of Article 1.5 of the Regulation. |f a project
is implemented in such a parthership, the Project
Promoter shall sign a partnership agreement with the
project partners with the content and in the form
stipulated in Article 6.8 of the Regulation.

2. The partnership agreement shall be in English if one of
the parties to the agreementis an entity from the Donor
States.

3. The eligibility of expenditures incurred by a project
partner Is subject to the same limitations as would apply if
the expenditures were incurred by the Project Promoter. -
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4.The creation and implementation of the relationship
between the Project Promoterand the project partner
shall comply with the applicable national and European
Union law on public procurement as well as Article 7.16 of
the Regulation.

5.The National Focal Point shall ensure that the
Programme Operator verifies thatthe partnership
agreement complies with this article hefore the signing of
the project contract.

Article 3.4
Reallocation of funds

1. Regllocation of wnused or cancelled financial
contributions to projects shall be made in compliance with
Article 6.9 of the Regulation.

2. Project grants not reallocated shall be reimbursed to the
FMC in accordance with Article 6.9 of the Regulation.

Chapter 4
Finance

Article 4.1
Eligible expenditures

1. Subject to Article 7.6 of the Regulation, eligible
expenditures of this Programme are:

a. management costs of the Programme Operator in
accordance with the detailed budget in the financial plan;

b. payments to projects within this Programme in
accordance with the Regulation, this programme
agreement and the project contract;

c. expenditure of funds for hilateral relations in
accordance with Article 7.7 of the Regulation;

2. Expenditure related to the categories referred to in
subparagraphs {d), {e} and({f) of Article 7.1 of the
Regulation are eligible in accordance with Chapter 7
thereof if such expenditures are explicitly approved hy the
FMC in the programme decision.The implementation of
the activities under these categories shall be in compliance
with the operational rules.

3. Eligible expenditures of projects are those actually
incurred by the Project Promoteror project partners,
meet the criteria set in Article 7.2 of the Regulation andfall
within the categories and fulfil the conditions of direct
eligible expenditure set in Article 7.3 of the Regulation as
well as indirect costs in accordance with Article 7.4 of the
Regulation.
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4. The first date of eligibility of expenditures in projects
shall be set in the project contract in accordance with
Article 7.14 of the Regulation. The first date of eligibilityof
any pre-defined projects shall be no earlier than the date
on which the NationalFocal Point notifies the FMC of a
positive appraisal of the pre-defined projectsby the
Programme Operator in accordance with paragraph 3 of
Article 5.5 of the Regulation.

5. The maximum eligible costs of the categories referred to
In paragraphs 1 and 2 are set in the programme decision,
Programme specific rules on the eligibility of expenditure
set in the programme decision or in the operational rules
shall be complied with.

Article 4.2
Proof of expenditure

Costs incurred by Programme Operators, Project
Promoters and project parthers shallbe supported by
documentary evidence as required in Article 7. 13 of the
Regulation.

Article 4.3
Payments

1. Payments to the Programme shall be made when all
relevant conditions for paymentsstipulated in this
programme agreement and the Regulation have been
fulfilled.

2, Payments to the Programme shall take the form of an
advance payment, interim payments and payment of the
final batance and shall be made in accordance with Articles
8.2, 8.3 and 8.4 of the Regulation.

3. Payments of the project grant to the Project Promoters
may take the form of advance payments, Interim
payments and payments of the final balance. The level of
advance payments and their off-set mechanism Is set in
the operational rules.

4, The National Focal Point shall ensure that payments are
transferred in accordance with paragraph 2 of Article 8.1
of the Regulation.

8.8 of the Regulation.

Irregularities, suspension and reimbursements

The FMC has the right tc make use of the remedies
provided in the Regulation, inpariticular Chapter 12
thereof. The National Focal Point has a duty to take all
necessary measures to ensure that the provisions in
Chapter 11 and 12 of the Regulation regarding
irregularities, suspension of payments, financial
corrections and reimbursement are complied with.

Chapter 5
Final provisions

Article 5.1
Dispute settlement

1. The Parties waive their rights to bring any dispute
related to the programme agreement before any national
or international court, and agree to settla such a dispute in
an amicable manner.

2.1f a demand for reimbursement to the FMC is not
complied with by the Beneficiary State, or a dispute related
to a demand for reimbursement arises that cannot be
solved in accordance with paragraph 1, the Parties may
bring the dispute before Oslo Tingrett.

Article 5.2
Termination

1. The FMC may, after consultation with the National Focal
Point, terminate this programme agreement if;

a. a general suspension decision according to Article 12.6
of the Regulation or a decisionto suspend payments
according to paragraph 1(h} of Article 12.1 of the
Regulation has not been lifted within & months of such a
decision;

b. a suspension of payments according to Article 12.1 of
the Regulation, other than under paragraph 1(h), has not
been lifted within one year of such a decision;

c. a request for reimbursement according to Article 12.2 of
the Regulation has not been complied with within one year
from such a decision;

d. the Programme Qperator becomes bankrupt, is deemed
to be insoclvent, or declares that it does not have the
financial capacity to continue with the implementation of
the Programme; or

e. the Programme Operator has, in the opinion of the
FMC, been engaged in corruption,fraud or similar
activities or has not taken the appropriate measures to
detect or prevent such activities or, if they have occurred,
nullify their effects.

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2. This programme agreement can be terminated by
mutual agreement between the Parties.

3. Termination does not affect the right of the Parties to
make use of the dispute settlement mechanism referred to
in Article 5.1 or the right of the FMC to makeuse of the
remedies pravided in Chapter 12 of the Regulation.

Article 5.3
Waiver of responsibility

1. Any appraisal of the Programme undertalen before ar
after its approval by the FMC,dces not in any way
diminish the responsibility of the National Focal Point and
the Programme Operator to verify and confirm the
correctness of the documents and information forming
the basis of the programme agreement.

2. Nothing contained in the programme agreement shall
ke construed as Imposing upon the FMC or the FMOQ any
responsibility of any kind for the supervision, execution,
completion, or operation of the Programme or its prejects,

3. The FMC does not assume any risk or responsibility
whatscever for any damages, injuries, or other possible
adverse effects caused by the Programme or its projects
including, but not limited to inconsistencies in the planning
of the Programme or its projects, other project(s) that
might affect it or that it might affect, or public discontent.
It is the full and sole responsibility of the National Focal
Point and the ProgrammeOperator to satisfactorily
address such issues.

The Programme Operator is the European and Development Programmes Division, Ministry of Public Order and Citizens’

In addition, on-
the-spot verifications will be carried out as needed. As a general rule, costs incurred by the Project Promoters shall be supported
by receipted invoices. Where this cannot be done, costs shall be supported by accounting documents of equivalent prabative
value.

The procedure for verification of payment claims and deadlines for reporting as outlined in the programme proposal will further be
detailed in the description of the Programme Operator’s management and control systems according to Article 4.8.2 of the
Regulation.

4.3  Monitering and reporting:

2. the Norwegian Directorate of Immigration (U.D.1) based in Hausmannsgate 21,
Oslo, as legally represented by the Head of Department Mr. Stephan Mo, and which will be
referred to this Agreement hereafter as «Donor Programme Partner (D.P.P.)»

Having in mind:

1. The Protocol 38b of the Agreement on the European Economic Area, which
recommends EEA 2009-2014 Financial Mechanism through which denor countries will contribute
to reducing economic and social disparities within the European Economic Area.

2. The Regulation on the implementation of the European Economic Area (EEA)

Upon completion of the evaiuation and approval of programmes, as provided in Article 11 of JMD, this
programme was approved for funding under the EEA Financial Mechanism 2009-2014. In particular,
the approved, according to the Programme Agreement, total budget of the programme, ie.

ARTICLE 3
DURATION

The duration of this agreement starts from the date of signature and shall expire when the

Programme ends in 30-04-2017.

ARTICLE 4
COOPERATION COMMITTEE

4.1, The recommended instrument named "Cooperation Committee”, according to the
Article 3.3 of the Regulation, is responsible to moniter the implementation of the terms and
conditions of this agreement and the coordination of actions required to implement the

programime.

The Cooperation Committee shall consist of:

-Three (3) representatives of the Programme Operator, the Head of which is appointed as
the Chairman of the Committee (Director of ED.P.D. or legally alternate), two members with the
alternates and one secretary with the alternate, for the minutes keeping.

- Two (2) representatives of the Donor Programme Partner with the alternates.

One (1) representative from the National Focal Point, one (1) representative of the FM(C

EEA and one (1) representative from the Norwegian Embassy, will be invited to attend the
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sessions of the Committee, as observers. In the above sessions of the Committee, will be also
invited representatives of the Project Promoters, for the provision of clarifications, when needed.

Within 15 days of the signing of this contract, the contracting entities, by decision of their
competent Heads, appoint the members of the Cooperation Committee and their substitute
members.

4.2. The role of the Cooperation Committee is to advice on the preparation and
implementation of the programme. The tasks of the Cooperation Committee include (in
accordance with Article 3.3 of the Regulation):

(a) advising on selection criteria and the texts of the call(s) for proposals;

(b) advising on possible project partners in the Donor States;

(c) reviewing progress made towards achieving the outcome(s) and objective(s) of the

programme;

(d) examining the results of the implementation of the programme;

(e) reviewing the annual programme reports;

(f) advising the Programme Operator on any revision of the programme likely to facilitate the

achievement of the programme’s expected cutcome(s) and objective(s);

(g) advising on the use and the set-up of the fund for bilateral relations at the programme level.

4.3. The Cooperation Committee shall be convened by its Chairman. The invitation lists and
the agenda shall be made known to the members in a written way. The agenda shall be
mandatory and introduce for discussion and questions subjects that will be written even by one
of its members. The Chairman will appoint the Secretary of the Committee.

The decisions of the Cooperation Committee must be agreed upon by the members present. The
minutes of meetings of the Committee shall be communicated and approved in writing by both

Parties.

4.4. The working language of the Committee shall be English.

4.5. Other details which may be necessary for the functioning of the Cooperation Committee

shall be agreed upon among the Committee members.

ARTICLE 5

Dispute resolution

Any dispute or controversy arising out of or in relation to this Agreement, shall be settled

amicably by negotiation between the Parties.
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If any of the parties breach any of the terms of this Agreement, which are all essential, or
there is a breach of law and good faith of any of the parties, the other party shall consult in
writing the National Focal Point, and the FMC EEA.

ARTICLE 6
SPECIAL CONDITIONS

The Contracting Parties declare explicitly their knowledge and fully acceptance of the
institutional and regulatory framework of the EEA FM 2009-2014 and the general and specific

conditions listed in Programme Agreement and the Programme Implementation Agreement.

ARTICLE 7
FINAL PROVISIONS
